2014 was another banner year at Rubissow Estate.  The earth and sky happily conspired to 
produce grapes with incredibly rich, expressive flavors and vivacious aromas.

There’s no beating around the bush here.  The ‘14 Merlot is an honest old-world statement of 
deliciousness.  The wine gets straight to the point. It’s Merlot as it’s supposed to be - grandly 
flavorful and delightfully layered with flavors that are bright, rich, smooth and satisfying.

Fresh raspberry tones greet the palate, immediately followed by unctious layers of plum,
blackberriy, cherry and cocoa.  The aromatics are sweet and full of earth, fruit and spice. 

At the same time the wine is 
noticeably smooth.  The wine’s 
tannins are round, ripe, and though 
youthful, smooth and silky. Quite 
unusual for such a young wine, but 
thanks to a long “cold soak” during 
the fermentation in tank, and an 
extended maceration time, the 
wine developed a softness that has 
become one of winemaker Timothy 
Milos’ trademark.s.

We’ve said it before. We’ll say it 
again. Merlot can often be made in 
a super-ripe style that obscures the 
varietal complexity and rich subleties 
of this splendid varietal. But at 
Rubissow, our mountainside Merlot 
vineyards produce exceptionally 
complex and disitinctive Merlot, 
displaying qualities more in common 

with small-batch Cabernet Sauvignon than with the lush Merlot we often expect in California.
